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Bourne is the fi rst town visitors 
encounter when entering Barnstable 

County. It has the distinction of occupy-
ing most of the land through which the 
Cape Cod Canal fl ows. Whether travel-
ing to the Cape on Route 3 or Route 495 
to 25, visitors must pass through at least 
one of Bourne’s many villages.

English colonists lived in this area as 
early as 1627. The fi rst free enterprise in 
America was located near the west end 
of the land cut of the present Cape Cod 

Canal. The Aptucxet Trading Post was 
situated on a piece of land between a 
creek and two rivers; the Manomet River 
connected with Massachusetts Bay, and 
the Monument River connected to a 
body of water that eventually reached the 
entrance of New York Harbor and the 
Hudson River. It was at this trading post 
that the Pilgrims traded goods with the 
Dutch colonies from the New York area. 
And it was here that the fi rst currency 
in America was developed: it was called

wampum and was made from purple 
parts of quahog shells. A replica of the 
Aptucxet Trading Post is situated off 
Shore Road in Bourne Village.

In the 1880s, Bourne became an ideal 
location for manufacturing. Power was 
provided by windmills and water wheels, 
and raw manufacturing materials were 
available in the region. Finished products 
could be shipped out on trains or ships. 
One noteworthy company was the Keith 
Car Works of Sagamore, which built 
freight cars. It began work in 1826 and 
remained in operation for over 100 years. 
Many houses built by the company can 
still be seen on both sides of the east end 
of the Canal.

As the large industrial centers in Mas-
sachusetts prospered, the state’s wealthy 
residents wanted to escape the cities 
and enjoy the country. They scouted the 
Cape Cod Canal Region and decided 
it was perfect for their needs. The cool 
ocean breezes, sandy beaches and wooded 
lands made it an ideal summer retreat 
for the whole family. Over the next few 
years, many elaborate and expensive 
summer homes were built in the area. 
President Grover Cleveland, Shakespear-
ean actor Joseph Jefferson and Boston 
Globe founder Charles H. Taylor were 
a few of the region’s famous summer 
residents.

The features that attracted people 
here over 100 years ago are still present 
today, including moderate year-round 
temperatures, sandy beaches with 
water temperatures conducive to water 
sports, abundant fi shing and shell 
fi shing locations, and wooded areas in 
which to observe and enjoy nature. It 
is an excellent region to use power and 
sailing vessels both large and small. No 
matter what your interests are, Bourne 
is the place to be for a day, a week, or a 
lifetime.
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Incorporated in 1639, Sandwich is the 
oldest of the Cape towns. During the 

town’s fi rst 100 years, the English settlers 
farmed the land and ran small coastal 
fi shing enterprises.

Sandwich was also an important 
stagecoach stop on the Old King’s 
Highway (now Route 6A) from Boston 
to Provincetown; 

it quickly became a center for travel 
and tourism. Taverns and inns cropped 
up along the main street. Wealthy Boston 
travelers on business and vacation stayed 
at these establishments en route to 
other parts of Cape Cod. The Fessenden 
Tavern (later called the Central House) 
was one of the most famous stops; it was 
noted for being the Patriot Headquarters

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before the Revolutionary War and 
was later renamed for its most popular 
guest, Daniel Webster. Across town, 
Newcomb’s Tavern, served as the Tory 
headquarters.

In the early 1800s, factories were 
started in the region, taking advantage 
of the national resources of land, 
waterpower and wood fuel. The Boston 
and Sandwich Glass Company was 
founded in 1825 and grew steadily 
over a 63-year period to employ 500 
workers who created various types of 
glassware. The company is best known 
for its pressed-glass items, which could 
be produced quickly, inexpensively and 
in large quantities for sale to middle-
class shoppers desiring fi ne objects for 
their homes. The Boston and Sandwich 
Glass Company closed in 1888 after 
the center of pressed-glass production 
shifted from New England to the 
Midwest, where the cost of glassmaking 
was less expensive. Today, glass made at 
the Sandwich factory is a highly prized 
antique collectible. The Sandwich Glass 
Museum, located across from the Grist 
Mill in the center of Sandwich village, 
displays thousands of glass objects made 
at the factory during the 19th century.

Museums in Sandwich, such as Hoxie 
House, Heritage Museums and Gardens, 
and Thornton Burgess, are windows to 
our past and give us a sense of what life 
was like in the early days of America.

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Wareham was discovered in 1603 
by Bartholomew Gosnold, an 

Englishman who sailed across the North 
Atlantic Ocean to explore the East Coast 
of North America. Gosnold named Cape 
Cod, Martha’s Vineyard, the Elizabethan 
Islands, Cuttyhunk and Agawam—better 
known as Wareham—as well as other 
local towns.

In 1666, local tribes sold Agawam to 
the Plymouth Colony for grazing lands. 
The tribes did not realize the full extent 
of what they had signed; the sale gave 
the Pilgrims exclusive rights to Agawam.

Early on, the residents recognized the 
importance of herring. Even in Colonial 
times, strict rules were set for how many 
herring could be caught. Because herring

was a necessity of life, catching and 
preserving the fi sh became a family affair. 
Oysters were another greatly sought after 
food found in the local waters.

Bog ore was discovered while digging 
in the fi elds. This ore proved useful for 
making nails, farm implements and 
ironware. Many homesteads set up 
furnaces and forges so that they could 
process the ore. During the processing, 
it was discovered that if charcoal was 
burned instead of wood, the fi re would 
be hotter and the ore would then harden 
and turn to steel. This steel could be 
used to make stronger nails. In 1819, 
the fi rst cut-nail factory in the region 
was started; many other nail companies 
soon followed. Only one nail company 
is still in existence: The Tremont 
Nail Company holds the distinction 
of owning one of the oldest operating 
industrial buildings in America. Realizing 
it’s historical signifi cance, the town has 
purchased the property in order to ensure 
its preservation.

Overlooking the calm waters of 
Buzzards Bay is the picturesque seaside 
village of Onset. Once a favored 
destination for Duke Ellington, Tommy 
Dorsey and Cab Calloway, the village 
continues its fondness for the Blues 
with its Annual Onset Blues Festival 
held each August. Today, Onset is a 
burgeoning vacation destination again, 
with the resurgence of newly renovated 
Victorian mansions and cottages that 
line the sandy crescent-shaped beach.

Wareham offers an exceptional 
location within easy distance to the 
Boston and Providence metropolitan 
areas. All the tourist amenities of 
the Cape Cod area are available in 
Wareham. The town has over 54 miles of 
coastline enhanced by beaches, estuaries, 
rivers and communities.
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Now celebrating its 105th year of 
existence, this man-made structure 

epitomizes the region that it separates from 
the rest of the state. Part of what makes 
the canal so special is its connection to 
the people that cross paths with this body 
of water on a daily, weekly, monthly and 
annual basis. 

Perhaps no one is more familiar with the 
canal and its past than former Bourne Se-
lectman Donald (Jerry) Ellis who spends his 
days as the superintendent of the Sagamore 
Cemetery, one of the most haunted places 
in all of Cape Cod. To fi nd out why, one 
has to go back to 1909 when there was not 
even a canal. 

By that time, the planning and prepara-
tion to build a cut-through of Cape Cod 
was well underway and in June of that 
year the fi rst shovels were planted in the 
ground by the project’s fi nancier August 
Belmont II to ceremoniously kick-start 

the massive undertaking. 
In order for the project to be success-

ful, there had to be major changes to the 
Cape’s landscape. Chief among those was 
the relocation of 17 bodies buried in the 
Bourne Cemetery and 45 bodies buried 
in the Emory Ellis Cemetery as both plots 
stood directly in the path where the canal 
was to be built. 

The move was not looked upon kindly by 
Emory Ellis who stopped the building of the 
canal in 1909 “because he wanted a choice 
spot in the Sagamore Cemetery to move his 
family members to,” Donald Ellis said. “So 
when it came time to move everything, he 
sat in front of the cemetery with a shotgun 
and wouldn’t let anyone touch anything 
until he was satisfi ed his family got the 
right spot in the Sagamore Cemetery. He 
was an ornery obstructionist and a typical 
old Yankee, but he got what he wanted.” 

Or did he? When it came time to fi nally

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move the bodies there was a problem. The 
coffi ns were not properly aligned with the 
gravestones, leading to what Mr. Ellis be-
lieves are some troubled spirits that haunt 
the Sagamore Cemetery. 

It has made the cemetery, located roughly 
200 yards from the canal, a popular locale 
for those interested in the paranormal. 
During his time caring for the grounds and 
its deceased inhabitants, Mr. Ellis said, 
he has reported eerie sensations—goose 
bumps, hair standing on the end of his 
arms, the smell of pungent cigar smoke and 
an intense pressure on his chest—that are 
indicative of a ghostly presence. 

A different kind of horror is felt by those 
who travel across the canal in the summer-
time. While traffi c backups may seem like a 
modern ordeal, Mr. Ellis said, they are not. 
“When they were building Camp Edwards 
in 1939, the bridges were so jammed from 
Wareham to [the base] they had to create 
a system of one-way traffi c from 5 to 8 am 
over the bridge and then in evening it was 
one-way going back,” he said. “The traffi c 
patterns and back-ups are nothing new to 
anyone. Outsiders get upset with it, but we 
live with it.” 

While ghosts and traffi c represent the 
downsides to the canal, Mr. Ellis still had 
high praise for the engineering marvel. 
“It draws a huge amount of tourists which 
our whole economy on Cape Cod is based 
on,” he said. “This is probably one of the 
greatest amenities you can have.” 

Fellow Bourne resident Skip Barlow, 
president of the town’s historical society, 
agreed.  As owner of Barlow’s Clam Shack 
across from the canal rest area in Bour-
nedale, he sees fi rsthand the tourists who 
take advantage of “the biggest free recre-
ation area in Southeastern Massachusetts.” 

These are people who take to the canal to 
walk, rollerblade, bike, fi sh and sunbathe. 
“The canal is used year round by tourists 
and locals alike,” he said. “About three mil-

lion people use it for recreational purposes 
annually… It’s kind of a neat place and it’s 
free and easily accessible.” 

Not only is the canal a great place to 
people watch, he said, it is a prime spot for 
boating enthusiasts. “You can see almost 
any kind of boat go through there at any 
time of year,” Barlow said. “It is pretty 
cool if you like boats. I’m right out there 
checking it out because I really enjoy those 
things.”

Among the more prominent boaters 
to travel through the canal were Phil 
Donahue and his wife Marlo Thomas in 
the 1990’s. “I was shocked by the size of 
their boat,” Bob King, the co-owner of Café 
Chew in Sandwich, recalled. “He drove 
it by himself. It was just him and Marlo. I 
asked him, ‘You can handle this by your-
self?’ and he said, ‘Oh yeah.’ It was huge.” 

King and his husband and business part-
ner Tobin Wirt were invited onto the yacht 
which had been tied up for the evening at 
the Sandwich Boat Basin, adjacent to the 
canal. Just a few hours earlier Donahue and 
Thomas had dined at the Bee-hive Tavern, 
a Sandwich eatery that King and Wirt 
owned from 1992 to 2004. 

“After they had dinner of course they 
needed to get back to the boat and they 
asked if we could call them a taxi,” King 
said. “There was no taxi at the time so we 
offered to give them a ride. We gave them 
a nice tour of Sandwich… They enjoyed 
that. When we got to the boat they invited 
us on.” 

King’s other vivid memory of the canal 
was from his childhood when his father, 
an avid fi sherman, would “terrify us about 
falling into the canal and that it would 
swallow you up. We couldn’t even put our 
toe into the water. He was afraid of the 
current.” 

Though illegal now, at one point taking 
a dip in the canal was commonplace, even 
after the Army Corps of Engineers took 
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over control of the waterway in 1928. “We 
used to go swimming in it all the time,” said 
Wally Alden, who grew up in Sagamore and 
now lives in Buzzards Bay. 

His connection to the canal extends to 
his father William Alden and his uncle 
Burton Alden who both worked on the 
construction of the Sagamore Bridge which 
opened to traffi c in 1935.  

As a child, he remembered days when his 
father would pile his family into his Buick 
and drive them up to the bank of the canal 
to watch the boats come by. From a purely 
practical point of view, he noted that the 
canal has been benefi cial for boats by cut-
ting off the travel time it takes to go around 
Cape Cod. 

But to him, the canal is more than a 
utilitarian object. It is a place where he 
used to catch tautog, cod and fl ounder as a 
child. Now he passes on these family tradi-
tions to his 18 grandchildren and 12 great 
grandchildren who visit from as far away 
as Florida and Texas. “We take them along 
the canal and they just love to sit there and 
watch the railroad bridge go up and down,” 
he said. “They are really fascinated by it.” 

The public’s fascination with the canal 

extends far beyond Cape Cod. “Whenever 
we travel and wherever we go, we tell peo-
ple we live in the town before the canal,” 
Wareham’s Claire Smith said. “I use it as a 
reference because people seem to know it 
wherever you go.” 

She too was drawn to the popular 
landmark at a young age. On an occasional 
Sunday—when she and her older sister Pa-
tricia were supposed to be in church, the pair 
would drive down to the canal and watch 
the boats pass through.  “We were sworn to 
secrecy,” Smith laughed. “We never told our 
mother we actually didn’t go to church.” 

What the siblings found was a peaceful 
serenity that is rarer to fi nd now with the 
amount of traffi c and number of visitors to 
the canal. 

Still there is something captivating about 
this modern marvel. “You drive along it and 
you have these incredible views and just 
think about the history of them who had 
to dig it. It fascinates me,” Smith said. “We 
don’t see this type of construction today. 
Just stop and think what they had to work 
with and look what they accomplished. 
The canal is an incredible piece of history 
dug by hand.”   

A  rare,  perfect  marriage  of  form  and  function,  the  majestic  vertical  lift railroad  bridge  has  been  
a  landmark  of  the  Cape  Cod  Canal  and the  village  of Buzzards  Bay  for  nearly  70  years.  

Constructed  between  1933  and  1935  by  the Phoenix Bridge Company, the bridge was designed to 
replace a smaller railroad bridge built in 1912, which could not accommodate the larger vessels that would 
be using the canal.  With a horizontal span of 544 feet, the Buzzards Bay Railroad Bridge was the  longest  
lift  span  in  the  world  at  the  time  of  its  construction.  The  span  is normally  kept  in  its  raised  po-
sition  of  135  feet  above  mean  high  water  to  allow ship traffi c to pass through unimpeded. Controls 
for the bridge are located in the north  tower.  Huge  pulleys  with  16-foot  sheave  wheels  are  located 
in  the  top  of each tower, and each tower has 40 cables to lift a box fi lled with about 1,100 tons of con-
crete. Since the center span weighs about 2,200 tons, these boxes create a near-perfect  counterbalance;  
therefore,  only  four  150-horsepower  motors  and an auxiliary motor are needed to raise or lower the 
central span in just two and half minutes.  The  Buzzards  Bay  Railroad  Bridge  is  still  considered  to  be  
the most aesthetic  single-span  vertical  lift  bridge  in  the  world.  Its distinctive  features include open 
steel construction with Gothic scrolling and decorative tower cones topped with stainless steel globes. Ae-
rial beacons are located on the spires and on the highest point of the central span. A major renovation of 
the bridge was completed in 2003, restoring it to its original grandeur so that it may provide us with many 
more years of pleasure and dependable service.
